Format: One round of pooles followed by direct elimination for all fencers.
Events will be run as mixed events, unless there are 6 or more participants
of each sex, in which case men and women will fence separately. U15 will be run

as a mixed event.

Should preregistration in an event be fewer than 6, the organizers reserve the right to
cancel the event. Those already preregistered will be notified by email.

Equipment: Non-FIE jackets require a plastron. Masks are required to pass the 12kg punch test

Foil will be fenced with a non electric mask.

Gloves must cover approximately half the forearm.

Pants must cover to at least below the knees and be of sturdy material.
Knee high socks must be worn with fencing breeches.

Membership: All participants must have a validated CFF licence for the current season, as well as an
active provincial membership with the Fencing Association of Nova Scotia or from an
equivalent association. Please ensure your licence has been renewed.

Canteen: There will be NO Canteen service on site. There are places to eat in the
neighbourhood that can be reached by car.

Directions:  Sylvia Ave is off Herring Cove Road- check googlemaps for directions.

Accommodations: There are many hotels and motels around Halifax.

The Trisword Prize is awarded to that fencer with the lowest point total , who
competes in all three weapons at the open level. The points earned in an
event are simply based on the final placement in the event.

i.e. If a fencer places 3" in open sabre, 5™ in open foil, and 2™in open epee,
the point total would be 10.
