A
funding shortfall of $130 million this year will see the
need to reduce staff by 657. As yet no real numbers can
be attached to the various Maritime locations but it
would appear that eleven positions will be eliminated in
Halifax. As to Fredericton, Moncton, Sydney, Saint John
and Charlottetown there is no firm information. One of
the underlying bits of information is that there is no
money for easing the shock. People will be laid off with
basic severance and those who qualify will be
pensioned off.

On a bit of a brighter note, when you read this, spring
will be here! It has been a very hard and long winter in
the Maritimes. In retrospect, there have been some
good times. Halifax held another successful Christmas
dinner in December. Everyone seemed to have had a
great time. Moncton and Cape Breton (Sydney) also
hosted Christmas dinners and the reports from both
locations have been very positive.

Monthly meetings in Halifax have been well attended.
These gatherings are the reason your Association was
organized! They serve as a gathering spot for our
members, a place to exchange Information on matters
related to the pension plan as well as keep up to date
with our Supplementary Health Care plan.

The Maritimes has four locations: Halifax, Cape Breton,
Moncton, and PEI.

There is still room for another Chapter in greater New
Brunswick. It is hoped that in the not too distant future
25 pensioners in and around the Fredericton/Saint John
area will be interested in forming a New Brunswick
Chapter.

Déménagement prévu pour juin 2015

Radio-Canada Acadie et CBC Moncton prévoient s’installer dans leurs nouveaux locaux en juin 2015. Cette date a été
retenue afin d’éviter de perturber la saison réguliére de programmation et de profiter de la saison estivale pour
s’acclimater au nouvel environnement.

Les nouveaux locaux sont situés dans I'édifice du Atlantic Superstore sur la rue Main, a Moncton, plus précisément dans
la partie arriere de I'ancien Zellers.

C’est ce qu’a expliqué le directeur de la station, Richard Simoens, invité a prendre la parole lors du déjeuner-causerie
d’avril de la section de Moncton de I’Association des retraités de Radio-Canada.

M. Simeons a souligné que le déménagement fait suite & une longue réflexion sur les nouvelles méthodes de travail et le
renouvellement d’équipements désuets et régulierement soumis a des bris alors que les pieces de remplacement
deviennent de plus en plus rares.

Il a de plus ajouté que I'édifice actuel, un ancien centre paroissial, ne répond plus aux besoins des équipes de travail et
rend difficile leur intégration. Cet édifice a une superficie de 55,000 pieds carrés tandis que le nouvel en aura environ
23,000. Des aires ouvertes remplaceront les bureaux individuels et les salles de travail de I'édifice actuel.

Une équipe composée du personnel de chaque secteur et de cadres a participé a I'élaboration du projet. De plus, environ
140 membres du personnel se sont rencontrés pour une journée d’information sur le projet.

Les travaux doivent commencer prochainement.

Moncton Report - version anglaise

Moving date scheduled for June 2015

Radio-Canada Acadie and CBC Moncton plan to move to their new location in June 2015. The date was chosen to avoid
any disruption in regular programming and to use the Summer period for settling in the new environment.

The station is relocating in the back part of the former Zellers store located in the Atlantic Superstore building on Main St.
in Moncton.

Station manager Richard Simeons gave details of the project as the guest speaker at a luncheon of the Moncton section
of the CBC Pensioners Association.

In his presentation. Mr. Simeons explained that the move follows a reflection on new work methods and the replacement
of outdated equipment that regularly breaks down with parts becoming harder and harder to find.

He added that the present building, a former parish centre, was not designed for today’s needs and made it difficult to
bring the different services to work together. The present building has 55,000 sqg. ft. while the new one will have about
23,000. An open air concept will replace the individual offices and common work spaces.

A team made up of representatives from each sector and management took part in planning the new installation. In
addition to this, some 140 employees took part in a one-day information session on the project.

Work on the new installations is scheduled to begin shortly.

Mr. Simeons said that a number of interested parties have come forward to buy the present building that would be
evaluated at 5 million.

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Démontage des tours de RCI

Une page d’histoire vient de prendre fin avec le démontage des tours de Radio-Canada International (RCI) dans le marais
de Tantramar prés de Sackville dans le sud-est du Nouveau-Brunswick.

Lancé officiellement en 1945, le service d’'ondes courtes de RCI a été suspendu en 2012 ayant été victime de
compressions financiéres et des nouvelles technologies.

RCIl antennas dismantled

A page of history has come to an end with the dismantling of the Radio-Canada International (RCI) towers in the
Tantramar marsh near Sackville in south-eastern New Brunswick.

Officially launched in 1945, RCI's shortwave service ended in 2012 as a result of financial cutbacks and emerging
technologies.

The installations were located on a 222 acre piece of marshland and included some 13 towers ranging in height from 200
to 450 feet as well as more than 1,000 wooden poles and webs of antennas linking each tower.

A Moncton filmmaker, Amanda Dawn Christie, has captured the dismantling of the towers on film for her documentary
‘Spectres of shortwave’ which will document the importance of the service and its dismantling. The film is scheduled to be
released this coming fall.
